Proposed 2022 Bond package aims to provide more
SBISD students with a robust Career & Technical
Education experience

On Monday, Feb. 7, 2022, the
seven-member Spring Branch ISD
(SBISD) Board of Trustees voted
unanimously to call a $381.6 million
bond election to appear on the May
7, 2022, ballot. No tax rate increase
is expected as a result of this bond.

The board is asking voters to
consider two propositions, one

of which is responsive to the
commitment made under the 2017
Bond Program to develop the vision
for a robust Career and Technical
Education (CTE) program and the
facility improvements needed to
move toward that vision.

Proposition A, if approved,

would provide funding to:

¢ Replace the Guthrie Center,
SBISD's central CTE facility

o Make CTE classroom, lab,
facility, and related technology
improvements at all district
middle* and high schools and
the Agricultural Science Center.

¢ Address identified district
facility needs including
additional classrooms at Valley
Oaks Elementary in response to
anticipated capacity challenges
and new stormwater detention

and code requirements put into
place after Hurricane Harvey

¢ Fund lifecycle replacements of
audio-visual (A/V) instructional
tools

Proposition B, if approved,
would provide funding for:
e Teacher devices district-wide
e Secondary student devices
district-wide

Did you know that more than half
of SBISD middle and high school
students currently participate in
CTE? Our focus is on ensuring we
have the capacity for Every Child
to have access to robust CTE
experiences.

Work done over the last four years
through multiple community-led
task forces and committees affirms
that SBISD has opportunities

to significantly impact the CTE
experience for our students moving
into the future.

Right now, SBISD CTE classrooms
are undersized, outdated, and
lack critical infrastructure needed
to reflect industry standards.
They also lack simulation labs that

prepare students to be certified

for real-world occupations such as
Patient Care Technicians, Pharmacy
Technicians, and Dental Assistants.

The Guthrie Center is 50 years

old and would be replaced under
the proposed bond. A rebuild

of the Guthrie Center means the
district would be able to have
expanded course offerings,

such as Automotive Technology,
Construction Technology, Dental
Assistant, Cybersecurity Capstone,
and many more.

Rebuilding Guthrie would provide
the real-world industry settings
that SBISD students need to have
an authentic educational CTE
experience. These opportunities
would invite the community in and
allow students to practice skills and
gain hours needed to advance their
coursework and meet technical
certification requirements. Imagine
being able to bring a car in for

an oil change, have lunch at the
bistro, book an appointment for a
haircut, or take your small dog in for
grooming - all these services being
provided by SBISD students in CTE
programs.

At the Agricultural Science Center,
also known as the Ag Farm, the
proposed bond includes funds

for needed classroom additions
and facility upgrades to enable
expanded programming to include
a veterinary tech lab and animal
science lab.

Through this proposed bond
package, all middle* and high
schools would be impacted and
receive CTE improvements.

Most current CTE spaces at the
secondary schools were regular
classrooms first and have been
retrofitted over the years for CTE
programming. These classrooms
would receive the necessary
upgrades to be brought up to
industry standards, with expansions
of classroom spaces as needed to
better align programming across
our high schools.

Middle school spaces would be
properly equipped with industry-
standard equipment and learning
spaces dedicated to:

e STEM labs for engineering and
robotics

¢ College and Career labs for
problem-based learning

e FLEX labs for architecture and
construction

These updated spaces would
enhance career exploration
experiences for middle school
students. With a new, expanded
Guthrie Center, SBISD would be
able to provide more introductory,
or lower level CTE courses onsite
at home campuses for high school
students, without a need to go

to Guthrie until they reach their
advanced courses and capstone
experiences.

*Landrum Middle School is not included
in this proposal as it was newly rebuilt
under the 2017 Bond and included

CTE educational specifications in the
program design.

The 2020-2021 Texas Academic
Performance Report (TAPR)

results are in, and Spring Branch
residents can celebrate that Spring
Branch ISD students turned in
strong performances in multiple
categories, especially when
compared to state and regional
student scores. STAAR is a series
of standardized tests used in Texas
primary and secondary schools to
measure students’ achievements in
knowledge learned in each grade
level. The three performance level
standards are “approaches grade
level or above,” “meets grade level
or above,” and “masters grade level.”

Spring Branch students’
combined STAAR performance
exceeded state and regional
student performance in all subjects
at all three performance levels.
When 2020-2021 performance

is compared to that from 2019,
SBISD students’ gains were greater
and their declining numbers were
smaller at every performance level
compared to that in the state and
region, according to Dr. Keith
Haffey, SBISD Executive Director of
Assessment and Compliance. This
includes four of five STAAR tested
subjects, every end-of-course test,
every subject for English learners
in bilingual and English as a second
language programs and four of
five subjects for economically
disadvantaged students.

“Overall, these successes from
2020-2021 are the result of
solid district leadership and the

dedicated performance of campus
teachers and staff and, especially,
students and their parents,”

Haffey says. "And it's important
that we view 2020-2021 TAPR

data within the context of what
happened in 2020—the pandemic,”
Haffey explains. “All standards for
evaluating students remained the
same even while SBISD leadership,
students, teachers and parents
faced enormous challenges in
coping with the pandemic.”

When it came to graduation rate
performance in 2020-2021, Spring
Branch ISD students also excelled.
The four-year graduation rate of
the class of 2020 increased, and
the dropout rate declined when
compared to class of 2019. In
addition, the six-year graduation
rate for the district was the highest
and the dropout rate was the lowest
in the last three years.

Dr. Jennifer Blaine, Superintendent
of Schools, reflects on the past

year by noting, “We had an intense
focus on bringing clarity back to
the system, especially in reading
and math. Going forward, we will
concentrate on aligning our time,
money and people resources.
We're heading in the right direction
with our emphasis on literacy and
math; the data are trending up,”
she says. "l want to thank the board
for allocating the right resources,
and | want to commend our staff
and teachers who've worked hard

to make sure our students are
positioned in the best way possible.”
