measureable, specific evidence 
related to S.M.A.R.T goals

•Utilize documentation, observations, 
data and student samples to plan 
intervention 

•Teacher progress monitors on a 
weekly basis

•After 6 weeks, the SSC evaluates 
mutiple data points towards 
student's goal

Not Progressing Tier 3 Intense Remediation

•Student Support Committee (SSC) 
will increase level of support

•Implements Tier III Plan of Action 
with fidelity for minimum of 6 weeks 

•Deliver supplemental intensive 
intervention

•Monitor and document measurable, 
specific evidence related to S.M.A.R.T 
goals

•Evaluate progress monitoring 
documentation for the S.M.A.R.T 
goals on a weekly basis

•If student is not progressing after 3 
weeks SSC may adjust the 
intervention

•After 6 weeks, the SSC evaluate 
student progress toward goals
