Follow the steps below to register for Naviance:

Registering for Family Connection

• Click the I Need to Register link.
• Enter the registration code provided by your student’s school.
• Click the Register button.
• Enter your e-mail address (if you have one) and create a password.
• Accept the terms of service.
• Click the Complete Registration button.

Note: Passwords must be at least six characters and cannot contain blank 
spaces.
  



Follow the steps below to Log In To Naviance:

Logging In To Naviance

• Enter your username in the Username field.
• Enter your password in the Password field.
• Check the box next to Remember Me if you want to bypass entering this 

information on return visits. (Not recommended for shared or public 
computers.)

• Click the Log In button.

Note:  If your student’s school requires an email address to sign up for Naviance, 
then the Username field will say Email
